SOCIAL ATTRACTION 

Purpose Score            

Place puppy in test area.  
From a few feet away the 
tester coaxes the pup to 
her/him by clapping hands 
gently and kneeling down and 
leaning backwards. 

Degree of social 
attraction, trust 
and dependence. 
Pack Drive. 

Hesitates, consider the situation, 
comes with tail up *           

Comes readily, tail up, jumpes, bite 
at hands/face. 1

Test 2 –  
FOLLOWING 

             

Stand up and walk slowly 
away from the pup with your 
back to it.  
Make sure the pup sees you 
walk away.  
Coax puppy to follow by 
talking to it and attracting it’s 
attention.

Test 3 –  
RESTRAINT 

             

Crouch down and gently roll 
the pup on his back and hold it 
down with light pressure with 
one hand for a full 30 seconds.

How it accepts 
stress when 
socially or 
physically 
dominated. 

Struggles fiercely, flails, tries to bite 
hands.

Test 4 –  
SOCIAL DOMINANCE 

             

Sit puppy on left side and 
gently stroke him from the 
head to back while you crouch 
beside him talking to him. 
Continue stroking until 
cognizable behavior is 
established - no more than 30 
seconds. 

Degree of 
acceptance of 
social dominance. 
Pack drive. 

Goes away, tail up, trusting 
            

Jumpes, pawes, tiny bites to face and 
hands 1          X 

Jumpes, pawes, licks face and hands 
 2           

Cuddles up to testor and lickes face 
and hands. 3      

 
     

Squirmes, lickes at hands.

Test 5 –  
ELEVATION DOMINANCE 

             

Bend over and cradle the pup 
under its belly, fingers 
interlaced, palms up and 
elevate it just off the ground. 
Hold it there for 30 seconds. 

Degree of 
accepting 
dominance while 
in position of no 
control. 
Flight or flight 
drive. 

Struggles fiercely, bites, growles.

Struggles fiercely.

No struggle, relaxed, wags tail.

Struggles, settles, relaxes, wags tail.

Test 6 –  
RETRIEVING 

             

Crouch beside pup and attract 
its attention with crumpled up 
paper ball. When the pup 
shows interest and is watching, 
toss the object 4-5 feet in front 
of pup. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Degree of 
willingness to 
work with a 
human. 
High correlation 
between ability to 
retrieve and 
successful guide 
dogs, obedience 
dogs, field trial 
dogs. 
Prey drive. 

Chases object, picks up object and 
runs away.

Chases object and returns with object 
to testor.

Test 8 –  
SOUND SENSITIVITY 

             

Place pup in center of area, 
assistant makes a sharp noise a 
few feet from the puppy. 
A large metal spoon struck 
sharply on a metal pan twice 
works well. 
Do not repeat. 

Degree of 
sensitivity to 
sound. (Also can 
be a rudimentary 
test for deafness.) 
Prey drive. 

Listens, locates sound, walks 
towards it barking. 1           

Listens, locates sound, shows 
curiosity and walks toward sound.

Listens, locates sound, walks 
towards it.

Test 9 –  
SIGHT SENSITIVITY 

             

Place pup in center of room. 
Tie a string around a large 
towel and jerk it across the 
floor a few feet away from 
puppy. 
  

Degree of 
intelligent 
response to 
strange object. 

Looks, attacks, teases and bites.

Looks, barks and tail up.

Looks curiously, attempts to 
investigate. 3           

Looks, stays at place.

Looks, barks, hide tail, backes up
